8(e) For the first phase teams will be divided into six groups each containing a maximum of eight teams. Should there be less than eight teams in a group, byes will be allocated as per the drawsheet.
8(f) The competing teams shall be divided into eight tranches. The holder will automatically be first seed and placed in Tranche 1. The remainder of the first teams will be allocated to the tranches as per the ranking list. Once all first teams have been allocated, second and third teams will be allocated to the remaining places as per the ranking list. 

8(g) The draw will be made in such a way that teams from the same university will not be drawn together in the same group as far as is practicable. The group containing the first seed will be denoted Group A, the group containing the second seed will be denoted Group B, the group containing the third seed will be denoted Group C, the group containing the fourth seed will be denoted Group D, the group containing the fifth seed will be denoted Group E and the group containing the sixth seed will be denoted Group F.

(k) Second phase

On conclusion of the first phase teams will qualify for the playoffs as follows:

The two highest ranked first teams in a group will qualify for the Championship playoffs. Should a first team finish fail to win a match in their group but still be one of the two highest placed first teams they will not be entitled to take their place in the playoffs and a bye will be given to their would-be opponents. The draw for the second phase will be determined by the finishing positions in the groups and will be as follows:

The highest placed team in a group that has not qualified for the Championship playoffs will qualify for the Trophy playoffs. The draw for the second phase will be determined by the finishing positions in the groups with those ranked highest in receiving a bye through to the semi-finals. Teams will then be placed on the play-off drawsheet in group order. In the case of a tie affecting the byes, they will be awarded to the team or teams who have the best record in the final group match decided firstly by set difference and then if still tied by rack difference in that match. If still tied then the set difference in the whole group will be used followed by rack difference. If they still remain tied positions will be determined by drawing of lots.
