CONDUCT IN VENUE

We expect all players and spectators to treat tournament and venue staff with
courtesy and respect. Only food and drink purchased in the tournament venue
can be consumed there, no player or spectator may bring any food and/or
drink into the venue. Failing to observe this code of conduct will lead to
disciplinary action which may result in the offending player, spectator or team
being removed from the venue and disqualified from the event. Other penalties
may also be applied.



REGISTRATION: Individual Championship

Players will register according to the times allocated to them on the drawsheet for
the Individual Championship that will be provided on the weekend prior to the
Championships. Players who are not registered within ten minutes of being called
for registration will be scratched from the draw.

REGISTRATION: Team Championship

Teams with players not taking part in the Individual Championship must register
between 14.00-14.15 on Friday 25" November 2011. Teams with players unable

to register during the above time should contact the Tournament Director in
advance.

REGISTRATION: General

Players must be in possession of a valid student card as issued by their university
authorities. The card must bear a photograph of the player and their student
number, this number must correspond to that given on the official entry form.
Please note that dress code will be verified at registration for the purpose of giving
participants advanced warning of any violation.

Possible Problems:

¢ No photograph: player must provide an official document bearing his/her
name and photograph as proof of identification. Acceptable documents
include Passport or photographic driving licence.

e No card: players must be in possession of a signed letter on headed
notepaper either from the university authorities or their head of department
stating that they are a student for the current academic year. This must also
be accompanied by a photograph, as outlined above.

Players unable to meet this criteria will not be allowed to participate. It is
your responsibility to ensure that you have the correct documentation.
